[bookmark: _Hlk188457136][bookmark: _Hlk77266289][bookmark: _Hlk177374747][bookmark: _Hlk192785279]Minutes of Full Council Meeting held on Monday 28 July 2025
at Sundridge Village Hall at 7.45pm

Cllr Evans (Chair) welcomed everyone to the meeting 

1. To receive apologies and reasons for absence.
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllrs Allgood, Coles and Fribbens and Cllr Nigel Williams (County).

4. Report from District Councillor

Cllr Sandra Robinson reported:
· SDC has increased it is risk management strategy
· Scrutiny – Cllr Robinson is the Chair on the working party which is looking at Local Government Reorganisation.  She explained the issues around the reorganisation.
· There are two big discussions, one on the new waste collection strategy and one on the procurement strategy.
· Covers Farm – Cllr Robinson commented that Cllr Williams has advised that there will be no news until September.
· Residents commented that they were very cross about the amount of speed on the A25.  It was agreed that Clerk should write to Cllr Williams and arrange a meeting with Keith Rowe of KCC Highways.

· Resident asked about the end of New Road and she is very petrified about coming out of the road onto Main Road.
· There followed a long discussion about the speed on the A25 through Sundridge.
· Resident asked the Clerk and she advised that she will ask the resident to cut their bushes back.

Cllr Maybury advised that Clive Emson have requested permission to put the board up on the burial
ground.  Members resolved to agree that the board should be put up and to appoint Warners
to act for the Parish Council.  Members asked the Clerk to inform Birchfield about the sale.

9.3 To discuss and confirm the correct procedure for appointing contractors
Members noted the comments of the Clerk and agreed that they would not undertake any appointments.
9.4 To discuss the procedures with regard to the Planning Committee
Cllr Banbrook commented about his concerns with regard to the Planning Committee.  It was agreed that a Planning Committee should be formed and Members should review thoroughly any applications prior to the meeting.
Police Officer Harry Watson arrives at the meeting.
Members welcomed the police officers to the meeting.
Cllr Evans advised that residents were very concerned about speeding on the A25 and the Church Road. He explained that the Parish Council were given speed cameras on trial which proved very successful.
The police officer advised that there should be a long-term solution to the speeding on the A25.  Members also discussed with the police officers the issue of parked cars in dangerous places.
Cllr Evans thanked the Kent Police for the Rural Task Force Group.  
Kent Police reported that the top three issues reported on the My Voice app are: Anti Social behaviour, fly tipping and theft of farm equipment.

Cllr Maybury explained that the issue has arisen as the resident wants the power cable moved from his land however it is not dangerous.  To get the wayleave agreement approved, the Parish Council was quoted up to £2,500.  UKPN have advised that a simpler form could be used.  Members resolved that Cllr John Ewans should speak to the resident about the cost of moving the cable.
