Minutes of the meeting of the Planning Committee to be held in the VILLAGE HALL, SUNDRIDGE at 7.00p.m on Monday 6 November 2017 
Attendees: Cllrs. Jones (chair), Evans and Denbigh 
Apologies for Absence were received from Cllr. Powell 

No members of the committee declared any personal or financial interest regarding matters to be discussed at the meeting but Cllr. Evans stated that he knew the applicants in the two cases under cnsideration.

The business of the Committee was taken in the following order:

1. Minutes of the last planning meeting were read and approved.
2. There were no Matters arising from previous minutes.

3.  A number of members of the public were in attendance at the meeting who wished to provide comment on the planning application relating to the proposal to construct two new houses on the Land to the South of Somers Lodge, Wheatsheaf Hill, Goathurst Common, Ide Hill.

Comments were made by three Local residents, supported by other attendees, who objected to the development and a short reference was made to the documents supporting the application by one of the applicants.

Some written submissions were made and the parishioners were advised to send the same comments to SDC for their consideration..

The attendees were then dismissed to permit the Cllrs to discuss and consider these points in making the following decisions:

4. The following planning applications were considered and the following comments made: 
SE/17/03i88/HOUSE re: Beechwood Cottage, Goathurst Common, Ide Hill TN14 6DA
The PC would have no objections to the proposal.
SE/17/03264/FUL re: Land to the South of Somers Lodge, Wheatsheaf Hill, Goathurst Common, Ide Hill.
The Parish Council objects to the proposed application in the light of considerable local objections.

There is also some doubt in the minds of the Parish Councillors if a development in a pasture between three adjoining dwellings would realistically constitute ‘infill’ bearing in mind SDCs Supplementary Planning Document paragraphs 3.3 and 3.4 which state:

3.3 The District Council defines limited infill development as the completion of an otherwise substantially built up frontage by the filling of a narrow gap normally capable of taking one or two dwellings only.

3.4 The District Council defines a substantially built up frontage as an otherwise continuous and largely uninterrupted built frontage of several dwellings visible within the street scene.

The important words being ‘substantially built up frontage’ ‘continuous and largely uninterrupted’ and ‘several’

5.  No appeals were reported for consideration.

6     No Applications were reported as Granted, Refused or Withdrawn by District Council.

7     No Licence Applications were reported. 

8 No Tree Preservation Orders were reported.

9 Notice of proposed work to trees in a conservation area were notified as follows:
