 The Committee objected to the proposal on the following grounds :
	
	
1) There is an existing access road to Sundridge Place from which a spur access across the field to the stables could easily be provided thus avoiding further access onto Church Road and would provide access much nearer to Sundridge Place than the proposal.
2) Any new access will be close to three existing accesses from Sundridge Place, The Red House and Greystones and a post box opposite the proposed new access thus providing potential conflict and additional risk to both vehicular and pedestrian users as there is no footpath at this part of the road.
3) The new access will affect the existing treeline, bank and grassed areas nearby and provide both environmental and ecological losses.
3) The sightlines required to provide safe egress of vehicles into Church Road is likely to necessitate removal of existing mature trees and/or hedgerow, thus affecting the local environment.
4) The applicants design and Access Statement states that the existing stable is relatively remote from Sundridge Place, but proposes to erect the new stables in virtually the same location as the old one. 
5) The Location and Development Management Plan Policy LT2a) states that ‘equestrian’... buildings would be appropriate in scale to their setting and would be closely related to existing farm buildings or other groups of buildings that are well screened from public view. The proposed larger stable is a long way, as stated relatively remote, from Sundridge Place and would be easily seen from the road.
6) The enlarged stable in not closely related to existing buildings and is in clear view from the roadway. If sited nearer the farm buildings which are far back from the road it would be much less obtrusive and would make access from the existing access road and Sundridge Place easier.
